OTHER SUGGESTIONS...FLASHLIGHT (TORCH), SUNGLASSES, SUNBLOCK, INEXPENSIVE

FOOTWEAR IS IMPORTANT.  MAKE SURE IT FITS WELL AND IS COMFORTABLE.  SANDALS OR 
“FLIP FLOPS” ARE IDEAL FOR SOME AREAS OF CAMP, BUT A GOOD PAIR OF SNEAKERS IS 
ESSENTIAL. 
 
CELL PHONES:  Please be advised that CELL phones are NOT permitted for use on camp 
grounds.  While you may bring your phone to access when you have free time, you may not use 
the phone in camp.  This is a strict rule!   
 
TELEPHONE CALLING CARDS:  Once in the USA (internationals), it is strongly suggested that 
you purchase a calling card before arriving. 
 
EMAIL:  While camp does have three staff computers with internet, the computers are not as 
fast as you are accustomed.  We live in the deep of Maine woods, so service is not super-quick! 
 
DO NOT BRING:  CDs/IPOD/DIGITAL CAMERA/VIDEO CAMERA THAT YOU CANNOT AFFORD 
TO LOSE, EXPENSIVE JEWELRY/CLOTHES, FIREWORKS, WEAPONS/KNIVES OF ANY TYPE, 
ILLEGAL DRUGS, SKATEBOARDS, IN-LINE SKATES, ARTICLES THAT ARE OF VALUE TO 
YOU,  SENTIMENTAL OR OTHERWISE. 
 
MAINE WEATHER:  Maine offers average daily summer temperatures of 80-85 degrees. Most 
days are clear and sunny, however, we do have bouts of humidity and thunderstorms.  The 
peak-season water temperature is about 65-70 degrees.
